Please note that the End of Semester 2
exams for all subjects will take place at
school as follows:

e Grades 1-5 ICT and Islamic Studies
Exams will be held from 30th May to 3rd
June.

(Students will attend regular school days during this
period. Please refer to the exam schedule.)
* All other subject exams will take place

from 11th to 20th June.

(Students will leave school after completing their
exanis.)
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Note to all Grades 4 & 5 students :
Please bring 2 sharpened pencils and an eraser every day.
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Attendance Regulations

Students are to be present in school
at 7:45 am.

The Exams start at 8:00 am.

Students should be dressed appropriately in
their School Uniform.

Failure to do so will result in the student’s
exam being canceled.
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Late Arrival:

Students who arrive after 8:10 AM will not be allowed to take the exam. A valid
excuse must be submitted to reschedule the exam.
No extra time will be given to late students unless a valid reason is accepted by

the school administration (subject to the school’s discretion).

Absence:

® If a student is absent on the day of the exam, parents must notify the school

administration before 8:00 AM.

® If the school is not informed on time, the absence will be considered as

“unexcused” and will forfeit the right to a make-up exam.

® A certified medical report/sick leave from the Health Authority must be
submitted within 24 hours of the absence, before the student resumes taking

€xams.

® The school administration will review the excuse and determine whether to

grant a make-up exam. Make-up exams will be granted only once.
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Make-up Exams:
® Only students who submit an acceptable excuse, approved by
the school administration, or provide an attested medical
report/sick leave from the Health Authority will be eligible for a
make-up exam.

® Make-up exams will be scheduled only once. If the student
misses the make-up exam without a valid reason, it will not be
rescheduled, and the student will be given a zero on the exam.

Make-up (Retest) exams will take place from
July 1st to July 3rd.
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Exam Regulations

Any breach of rules or misconduct during the Exam
will result in your son/daughter being rewarded with
a Zero.

We continue to follow our Zero-tolerance Policy
when it comes to cheating during an assessment
Any form of misbehavior during the assessment will

lead to the deduction of marks.

Proctors will collect the exam papers of students who

are suspected with or caught cheating or not

responding to instructions..

The ICT End of Semester Exam is a practical assessment.
Grade 4 students MUST BRING their devices for their
exams. Grade 3 and 5 students will take the exam in the
Elementary ICT lab.

All students in Grades 1-5 are expected to read and

answer the questions independently.

Final Exam Structure

® The final ICT assessment will consist of two components:

1. Theoretical Component — assessing students’
understanding of key ICT concepts on paper.

2. Practical Component — assessing students’ application
of skills.

® The ICT EOS2 assessment will be conducted during school

hours.
