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GIS Graduation Requirements

Dear Grade 12 parents,

This letter serves as a reminder of GIS graduation requirements for 25-26.

To graduate with a high school diploma/certificate, our students should satisfy each of the
following conditions:

The successful completion of the prescribed GIS curriculum with all its basic, mandatory, and
elective subjects (the minimum grade of D is the passing mark in each subject). Students are
required to complete a minimum number of 23.5 credits in order to graduate successfully
from GIS.

1. Minimum requirements for graduation

The student should:
- Pass with a minimum mark of D
- Pass SAT Math component (with minimum score of 450)

- Pass either TOEFL IBT (with minimum score of 61) or IELTS Academic (with minimum
score of 5)

Failure to comply with the minimum graduation requirements, the student will not graduate
with the rest of the graduates at the end of the academic year. This means that s/he will not
receive any Diploma from the school stating the completion of Grade 12 requirements or
implying graduation in any type or form until s/he submits the minimum acceptable score of
SAT or TOEFL/IELTS adopted for the current year cycle and pass all required subjects with a
minimum mark D.

2. Graduating with Distinction
Students need to fulfill the following requirements to graduate with Distinction:
- GPA requirements:
= 3.9 and above
* Or GPA 3.85 and above, AND one AP course with a grade point A
* Or GPA 3.8 and above, AND two AP courses with a grade point A- in each.
- SAT Math component score of 600 and above
- Either a TOEFL IBT score of 94 and above, OR an IELTS Academic score of 7 and above

3. Graduating with High Honors

Students need to fulfill the following requirements to graduate with High Honors:
- GPA 3.81t03.89
- SAT Math component with scores between 550 and 590
- Either a TOEFL ibt score between 80 and 93, or an IELTS academic score of 6.5.
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4. Graduating with Honors

Students need to fulfill the following requirements to graduate with Honors:

- GPA 3.7t03.79
- SAT Math component with scores between 500 and 540
- Either a TOEFL ibt score between 70 and 79, or an IELTS Academic score of 6.

Please note that students need to create accounts to register for SAT through
www.collegeboard.org and for IELTS through www.ielts.org, or for TOEFL ibt through
www.ets.org/TOEFL.

TOEFL and IELTS exams are offered throughout the year at an average of twice per month.

Submission of accepted scores will also contribute to graduation
logistics and thus the school reserves the right not to accept the scores of any student
submitting his/her score after April 30, 2026.
