FALL 2025 MAP Session

Dear Parents of Students in KG2 to Grade 9,

This is to inform you that students in KG2 to Grade 9 will sit for their FALL 2025 MAP
session starting October 20, 2025. MAP assessments will take place on campus during
regular school timings. As G1-9 students will be using their devices and headphones to
take those tests, kindly make sure the devices are fully charged the night before. Students
will not be eligible for a makeup exam if they were not able to take/complete the MAP
assessment due to their uncharged devices.

To ensure the exams’ integrity and the validity of the scores, it is crucial that students
abide by the testing rules and regulations. These include (and are not limited to): no
talking, no calculators, and no browsers to be opened besides the NWEA website. The
teachers will be available to attend to students’ technical issues only. The purpose of
conducting the MAP tests is to help us understand what the students know and what they
are ready to learn. There is no point in skewing the test results. As always, GIS will enforce
its zero-tolerance policy.

As G1 — 9 students’ performance on these MAP exams accounts for 5% of their total
average in each subject, kindly encourage them to take those exams seriously and do their
best. Students can also score up to 3 bonus points in their core subjects based on the
progress they make from one session to the other. After declaring testing complete,
eligible students will be emailed a softcopy of the certificate which they have earned.

Students’ Test Preparations:

1. Run adevice readiness check by following this link: Device Readiness Check (this step
should be completed before Thursday, October 16, 2025) (see below image).

2. If you face technical difficulties while setting up your device, send an email to Mr.
Ahmad (it@greenwood.sch.ae) specifying the details.
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3. Watch the MAP Growth: introduction video

4. Take the Practice Test at: practice.mapnwea.org

(Username: grow, Password: grow)

On the Days of the MAP Test:

1. Grades 1 & 2 students MUST bring their headphones.

2. Make sure your device is fully charged the night before.

3. Incase of absence, a student needs to submit a medical report to the school. Retests
will only be scheduled as deemed fit by the Assessment Department.
